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As teachers we accept the duty of care, which devolves to us. In St. Conleth’s N.S. we make every effort to ensure that the children given into our care are adequately supervised. Each teacher is primarily responsible for his/her own class and for the general behaviour in the school. During mid- morning and lunch breaks all teachers will do yard and classroom supervision as per rota. Rebecca Samuels, is responsible for drawing up and updating the Supervision Rota, which is on display inside the Staff Room. In the event of a planned absence the teacher arranges for the next teacher on the rota to swap supervision duties. 

Children are permitted to eat their lunches in the classrooms and the bell will be rung at the end of eating-up time. Children are supervised by their own class teacher during this lunchtime (12.30 to 12.35 .)

**Children are requested not to arrive at the school not before 9.10am.

At 3.00 p.m. the children disperse in an orderly manner and leave through their allocated exit. Teachers ensure an orderly dismissal and that all classrooms are vacated at this time.

This policy should be read in conjunction with the school’s safety policy.
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
